Dance: M. Alfasi.   Formation:  Couples holding hands in open position, facing CCW, with M on 

inside.  Directions are for M; W use opposite footwork. 

 

 

A  1-4        Step-together-step FWD, starting L foot (outside feet) 

 5-8        Yemenite back (back on R, step L next to it, FWD on R, hold) 

 9-12        Yemenite away from partner.  

13-16       Yemenite step back. 

 

 17-32       Repeat 1-16. 

 33-34       Step on L to face partner, while touching each other’s palms 

 in butterfly position. 

 

B  1-8        Turn single circle CCW away and back in two two-steps, end 

facing partner. 

 9-12        Yemenite L. 

 13-16       Yemenite R 

 17-24       Repeat 1-8, but end side-by-side, facing RLOD 

 25-32       Yemenite L. 

 29-32       Yemenite back. 

 33-34       Pivot on inside foot to face partner as in Part A, 33-34. 

 

 35-66       Repeat 1-32. 

 67-68       Step forward twice.
